This cause having come to be heard upon the complaint filed herein, the evidence and testimony
entered before the undersigned hearing officer on April 8, 2016. The nature of the hearing was
to determine if the respondent is eligible for licensure in the state of Louisiana.

No witnesses were present for the board
No witnesses were present for the respondent
The respondent was present and did give sworn testimony

1. Exhibits A through L were admitted into the record.

2. The hearing officer fully reviewed and considered the transcript of the hearing as

prepared and certified by the court reporter, Roger D. Johns, CCR who was present and
recorded the hearing.

FINDINGS OF FACT

During the formal hearing process, the following facts were confirmed:

On the respondent’s Evaluation for Admission to a Practical Nursing Program, she answered
“yes” to question 19, which asks: '

“Have you ever been indicted, charged with, summoned into court as a defendant in a
criminal proceeding, arrested (even if you were not taken away in handcuffs or
incarcerated), fined, imprisoned, placed on probation or ordered to deposit bail for the
violation of any law, police regulation or ordinance, misdemeanor and/or felony offense
(except for minor traffic violations) whether or not charges were expunged/dismissed
and/or refused: or have you ever been convicted (including a nolo contendere plea or
guilty plea) of any criminal misdemeanor and/or felony?”

She reported the following charges:
o Traffic tickets
Warrants/Attachments for Traffic tickets
8/15/04 — Theft of Goods
8/15/04 — Theft of Goods
1/17/07 — Improper Equipment
5/29/12 - Simple Battery
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The respondent is guilty of several crimes. In regards to her arrest for 2 counts of Simple
Battery, she indicated that she went to the Gretna Court House to pay a ticket and they arrested
her for a warrant for this charge. The respondent stated that she and her cousin, (which she
indicated as a girl) went to the home of the owner of a building that she and her cousin were
going to rent for a clothing store, to reclaim the deposit. The owner denied the refund and the
owner and her cousin got into an argument. The respondent stated she told her cousin to just
leave and the respondent went to her car. The respondent’s cousin and the owner continued to
argue and the owner slammed the door smashing her cousin’s finger, which resulted in her
cousin pushing the door hitting her with the door knob. The owner closed the door and never
opened it, the respondent then drove off. (Exhibit B4-B5)

However, according to the police report, the respondent was the only person listed as a suspect
on this report and the other person with her was a male who waited in the truck. The report also
indicates that the respondent confronted the female, (owner of the property) regarding her
deposit, an argument ensued and the respondent hit the female in the face with a closed fist. The
owner’s husband intervened and the respondent then struck him in the face with a closed fist.
According to the officer’s report, he observed the male’s nose to be red and swollen and he was
holding a towel under it attempting to stop the bleeding. Emergency services were called to
check their injuries. After the confrontation, the respondent entered a truck, driven by the male
subject and fled the location. At that time a warrant was requested for the respondent’s arrest.
(Exhibit G4) She entered into an agreement with the District Attorney’s office. After
completing the terms of the agreement, the charges were dismissed. (Exhibit G1)

In regards to her arrest of August 15, 2004, she was arrested and charged with F elony Theft of
Goods. The respondent was working as a cashier for Winn Dixie. When the respondent’s cousin
went through her line but, she did not charge her for all of her items. She pled guilty and was
placed on 2 years active probation. (Exhibit E7 and G5-G9)

The respondent was also charged with Theft of Goods on August 15, 2004, for theft of goods
committed upon Walmart, to which she pled guilty to the lesser charge of Disturbing the Peace.
(Exhibit B6)

The hearing officer finds the respondent not credible and not of good moral character. She either
failed to report or did not accurately report all arrests/charges to the board as required. She pled
guilty to several charges but testified that she was not guilty of the charges. During the hearing
when asked questions regarding the events of her arrests, she rambled on and on, giving
responses that didn’t make sense. Although she stated she changed her life after her arrest of
2004, she was arrested several times after that arrest. She does not take responsibility for her
actions that caused her to be arrested.
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JURISDICTION

The board has jurisdiction over the parties hereto and the subject matter hereof.
CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Based on the facts set forth in the entire record and outlined herein above, the respondent
is in violation of the following:

1. The Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, Title 37, Chapter 11, Part II, Section 969 A. (4);
(a) is guilty of fraud or deceit in procuring or attempting to procure a license to
practice practical nursing; (b) is guilty of a crime; (c) is unfit, or incompetent by
reason of negligence habit, or other causes; (f) is guilty of unprofessional conduct;
() has violated any provisions of this Part;

And 978 A (8) Violate any provisions of this Part and B.

2. The Louisiana Administrative Code, Title 46, Part XLVII, Subpart 1, Sections
§ 306 T.

1. being guilty of fraud or deceit in procuring or attempting to procure a license to
practice practical nursing;

being guilty of a crime;

being unfit, or incompetent by reason of negligence, habit or other causes;

being guilty of unprofessional conduct;

falsifying records;

being convicted of a crime or offense which reflects the inability of the nurse to
practice practical nursing with due regard for the health and safety of clients or
patients or enters a plea of guilty or nolo contendere to a criminal charge regardless
of final disposition of the criminal proceeding including, but not limited to,
expungement or nonadjudication or pardon;

0. being guilty of moral turpitude;

inappropriate, incomplete or improper documentation;

violating any provisions of R.S. 37:961 et seq. (the practical nursing practice act), as
amended or aiding or abetting therein.
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ORDER

The matter of Reiontha Wilson, applicant for licensure, last four digits S. S. #4830 on July
29, 2016, came on for final action by the Louisiana State Board of Practical Nurse Examiners,

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, that the respondent, Reiontha Wilson, is hereby
DENIED LICENSURE as a practical nurse in the state of Louisiana and

A. The respondent is to be assessed a hearing assessment fee of $1.000.00, payable by
cashier’s check or money order only, within 90 days of the date of this board order.

This order is public record. All disciplinary actions of the board will be reported to
all required data banks and agencies as required by law.
